Only factory recommended test proce-
dures, included in the instruction manual,
should be followed. Electrical power
should always be disconnected before
working inside of the control enclosure.

Although shaft couplings are generally
not furnished by the manufacturer, ro-
tating shafts and couplings must be pro-
tected with securely mounted metal
guards that are of sufficient thickness to
provide protection against flying particles
such as keys, bolts and coupling parts.
REFER TO OSHA RULES AND
REGULATIONS PARAGRAPH
1910.219 FOR GUARDS ON ME-
CHANICAL POWER TRANSMIS-
SION APPARATUS. Even when the
output shaft is motionless, it should be
considered “alive’ as long as its motor, or
prime mover, is running; keep hands away
from the output shaft until the motor has
completely stopped and power is discon-
nected from the controller.

Provide immediate corrective measures if
abnormal noises are detected. If noise is
due to excessive vibration, check for mis-
alignment, build-up of foreign material or
internal rotating components or bearing
failure. Keep clear of the air discharge
vents of air cooled machines. The air tem-
perature may be hot and particles may be
propelled through the air stream by inter-
nal rotating components.
